Reading

into school every day so we can keep track of their reading. We will change phonics books on Friday.
Your child may also bring home a reading for pleasure book, and this can be changed every day if
desired.

We will shortly be holding a Phonics and Early Reading workshop for parents to explain more about
how children learn to read using phonics. You will receive a separate email about this.

Homework

Homework will be set on Doodle every Wednesday. | will be able to track children’s participation
and progress over the week.
