• Recognise compass points

• Work together in teams to attack and defend, using strategic 

positioning and communication to score and defend goals. 
• Master the BEEF technique (Bend, Elbow, Extend, Flick) for 

successful shooting, and practice aiming at the basket. 
• Engage in small-sided games, including 3v3 or 4v4, to apply 

basketball skills like dribbling, passing, and shooting in a game 
setting. 

• Discuss strategies, key movements, and teamwork to improve skills 
and understanding of basketball techniques. 

• Children will need to wear PE kits every Wednesday. We will also 
have an additional session on a Thursday although a PE kit does not 
have to be worn for this.
